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The logo of Meio University in Nago, Okinawa, where the cherry trees first
blossom in Japan, depicts the cherry blossom in the diamond. The five petals of the
cherry blossom symbolize the sovereign values of the human race: Truth, Goodness,
Beauty, Sacredness, and Health. The endless four sides of the diamond mean
brotherhood in the four oceans beyond the horizons to which we extend our

founding spirit of Peace, Freedom, and Progress.
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Meio Univesity is located in Nago, the central city of the Yambaru area.
Yambaru is in the northern part of Okinawa prefecture and consists of one city,
two towns, and nine villages, all of which worked together to establish Meio.
Yambaru is well known for its rich natural beauty. Nago city is also known as the
first place for cherry trees to blossom each year in all of Japan. Finally, Nago is the
place for akemio, an unusual tidal level occasionally seen at dawn and believed to
be a sign of good luck.

Meio University has established the pink of cherry blossoms and blue as its
school colors. These colors are called MEIO SAKURA (cherry blossom in English)
and MEIO BLUE, respectively. These colors represent our desire to serve as a core
from which to send our founding spirit—Peace, Freedom, and Progress—to the

world.
