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Class content

This course will focus broadly on 20t Century American Modernism, defined very loosely as 1910-1945. Poetry
and fiction will be considered alongside theoretical texts from both the early and later century. In addition to the
“high” Modernist writing of Eliot, Williams, and Pound, special attention will be paid to the Harlem Renaissance
and the avant-garde texts of Gertrude Stein and Djuna Barnes. The value of reading, studying, and teaching such
texts will also be considered throughout, through the lens of Martha Nussbaum’s “The Narrative Imagination.”
Class objectives

®  Students will be able to identify and explain the major themes of early 20th century literature.
® Students will be able to articulate connections between form, language, and content across multiple
genres.
®  Students will be able to incorporate literary theory into their understanding of the literary text work and
present that understanding in both spoken and written form.
