Consequently, the projections indicate that
in 2050 there will be more than twice as many older persons as children under five.
Moreover, it is expected that in 2050 the @1.5 billion people aged 65 years or over worldwide will

outnumber adolescents and youth aged 15 to 24 years (1.3 billion). @Whereas the overall numbers

of males and females globally are about equal, women outnumber men at older ages owing to their

longer average life expectancy. In 2019, women comprise 55 per cent of those aged 65 years or over

and 61 per cent of those aged 80 years or over globally.

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U.S. Government officials say there are about one hundred fifty thousand Koreans in
the suburbs surrounding Washington, D.C. Koreans began moving to Annandale, Virginia,
about twenty years ago. Since then, Korean students have had a strong influence on the
schools there.

Korean immigrants* say that most Koreans come to the United States for education.
They are looking for a good public school system to prepare their children for college and
professional work. They believe their children have a better chance to be educated in
American schools.

Koreans in the United States have their own system to help Korean students. The
adults organize private schools that provide extra study help. Koreans call these schools
“hak-won” schools. They provide help for students all year. The “hak-won” schools also
prepare Korean students for national knowledge and ability tests.

Joanne Cabry was a guidance counselor* for students at Langley High School. She
helped students prepare for college. She says sometimes Korean parents have plans for
their children that are not possible. She says the parents’ plans can cause a lot of tension
between Korean parents and children.

For example, Korean parents may have a strong desire for their child to attend one of
America’s best but very costly private universities. But the student’s plans may conflict
with his or her parents’ desires. The young person knows that private universities accept
only a very few students. He or she would rather attend a public university that accepts
more students and is not as costly. Peter Uncles is also a guidance counselor at Langley
High School in Annandale. He agrees that there can be tension in some Korean families
caused by cultural differences. He says Korean parents restrict their children more than
many other parents do.

At school, young Koreans and Korean Americans can be heard talking in what they
jokingly* call “Konglish.” They combine both Korean and English words in one sentence.
Young people say it is easy to live in the suburb of Annandale. They say they can speak
some Korean and some English and still be understood.

Many Korean families in Annandale belong to financial groups. The Korean word for

these groups is “gaeh.” Families can pay for the education of their children this way. The



“gaeh” financial groups have from five to fifteen members. The groups meet every month.
Each member pays the same amount at the monthly meeting. One member gets to use all
the money. The system continues until every member has had a turn to use all the money.
Some Korean families use the money to buy a home or to start a business.

® The “gaeh” group also gives the members a way to believe in each other’s honesty and
fairness. They build relationships with other newcomers* to the United States. Some
Korean families who earn high incomes join a “gaeh” more for social reasons than for
financial reasons.

9 Language skill is a problem for the older Koreans. Not speaking English can prevent
them from taking part in American culture. Many older Koreans worked two or three jobs
when they came to the United States. They could not take time to go to school. When they
had enough money they opened their own businesses. They hung business signs in Korean,
the only language they knew. Other ethnic* groups complained. English-speaking people
could not understand the Korean business signs. They wanted the signs to include
information in English.

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In Japan, the decline in the number of births has not stopped. If this trend continues,
the population that is the social and economic driving force of the nation will decrease
and the continuation of the social security system could be in danger. To overcome the
national crisis, it is essential for society as a whole to address* the issue.

The Health, Labor and Welfare Ministry has released Japan’s vital statistics® for 2023.
The number of Japanese newborns was 727,277, and the total fertility rate—the number
of children a woman is estimated to give birth to in her lifetime—was 1.20. Both figures
decreased for the eighth consecutive* year and marked record lows.

Each year until 2015, the number of births exceeded* 1 million. In the eight years since
then, the number has decreased by nearly 30%.

The decline in the number of marriages is also extremely serious. Last year, for the
first time in the postwar® period, the number of couples marrying fell below 500,000, down
to about 470,000.

Deciding whether to get married is a matter of personal choice. But if there are people
who want to marry but have given up for economic reasons, this is a problem. O Many

young people are non-regular workers, for whom it may be difficult to earn a sufficient

income.

The government should more strongly encourage private companies to make young
people full-time employees and raise their wages, and should support the improvement of
their working conditions. It is hoped that the government will also make additional efforts,
such as by providing quality housing.

Meanwhile, the Diet* approved a revised law on support for children and child-
rearing® that includes measures to address the declining birth rate. The Cabinet of former
Prime Minister Fumio Kishida has described the measures as being of a “different
dimension.”

Regarding financial support for households raising children, the revised law will
remove income limits for the child allowance*, and also will extend the duration* of the
allowance from the current “through junior high school age” to “through high school age.”
The allowance will be increased to ¥30,000 per month for third and subsequent* children,

despite the child’s age. The aim is to reduce the financial burden on households with

children.



9 However, solely enhancing* financial support will not be enough to overcome the
decline in the birth rate.
